Across the Editor’s Desk

While our 1929 Cadillac Fleetwood Town Cabriolet is on dis-
play at the Museum of Transportation I have been taking ad-
vantage of the space now available in our big garage. Myrna’s
replica 1929 Duesenberg project (NC) has been slow because 1
have not had room to work on the engine and chassis. Now
that more space is available before the end of October we are
trying to get the Buick 320 cubic-inch Straight Eight engine
rebuilt and finished. Although it is a 1952 version it is exactly
the same as the Full Classic 1937-1941 Buick Limited and
Roadmaster engines except for its insert rod and main bearings
and higher compression ratio. We are also using the dual
downdraft carburetor intake manifold from a 1941 Roadmaster
and custom made exhaust headers. When finished in beautiful
Duesenberg Green, chrome and aluminum it should be an im-
pressive powerplant.

Since I have built a few engines including two 1928-1931
Model A Fords (NC), a couple of Rolls-Royce Silver Wraiths
and a 565 horsepower 426 Hemi (NC) I considered myself an
“Engine Builder”. I thought I knew quite a bit about building
automobile engines and I am familiar with hoists, engine
stands, micrometers, bore gauges, dial indicators, ring com-
pressors, torque wrenches and other special tools. I did not
expect the new and interesting lessons I have learned working
this big Buick. First, it has a 42-inch long crankshaft that
weighs 116 pounds and has five main bearings of varying siz-
es. This engine weighs over 750 pounds when complete so we
had to purchase a heavy duty 2,000 pound capacity engine
stand at Harbor Freight to support its length. This Buick en-
gine requires the engine hoist to safely lift the cylinder head.

In addition to its massive size the Buick has some parts that
are significantly different than any I have worked on before.
The balancer on the crankshaft is attached as a slip-on unit

with a keyway rather than pressed on as many others are. The
cam timing is set in an entirely different way on the crank and
cam gears and chain than most other engines. The pistons are
cast aluminum but they have a partial dome which visually
sets them apart from any others. With all of these unusual fea-
tures, it was amazing to find a detailed series of videos on
YouTube presented by Hagerty Insurance about building a
1951 Buick Straight (NC) Eight. Without these videos there
are details about the project that I would not otherwise have
known. They are narrated and accomplished by Davin, who
works for Hagerty and does a wonderful job of explaining
every part and function of this project. Don’t be surprised if
you find help with your engine building project on YouTube
and other places on the Internet.

The real lesson from this is if you have never built an en-
gine don’t be afraid to give it a try. There are lots of people to
help and lots of information available. It is very satisfying and
a place of great pride and accomplishment when you can tell
someone that you built and gave birth to the powerplant in
your Classic Car. Jim Schild
